• The Clerk registered the Councils interests in the electrical charging points in the carpark at the village 
hall. He has received a message from the KCC Project Manager who states that funding for this year has 
been used and they will be in Contact as and when further funds are available. In the meantime, the clerk 
will submit a plan/application so that we are ready should the funding open up again.

Edwards reported she had attended a meeting to discuss the new Solar Power 
farm which is to be installed on land near to the Sellindge Transfer Station- It appears 
that this will have little impact on Lympne Parish, but there is a consultation which can 
be completed.

It was noted that the Village Hall is being reserved in anticipation of the Youth Club 
restarting- Members heard that it is expected that the Youth Club will restart on 
the new year and that the space at the hall should continue to be reserved until 
further notice.

After a brief discussion it was proposed by Cllr beales and seconded by Cllr 
Boyland-Wood that the Council purchase and subscribe to the above accounting 
software- A vote was taken which was carried unanimously. 

 
 

12. COUNCIL BUDGET 2022-2023 
Members will consider creating a small working group to consider the budget 
requirements for 2022-2023 for presentation to the Council in December2021. 
 
Members identified that additional funding for the Airfield Project and maintenance and 
inspections of the playpark should be included in next year’s budget- 
 
The Clerk will prepare the budget for discussion next month in consultation with Cllr Boor and 
Cllr Potter. 
 

13. PLAYING FIELDS DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE 
Members will acknowledge the minutes of the Playing Fields Committee and 
consider any recommendations- 
 
Members acknowledged the minutes of the Committee. No actions were identified for decision. 
Cllr Boor reported that the new walking path is due for completion in the next two weeks 
allowing for weather conditions. 
 
He did identify that he had to challenge some members of the public regarding keeping the 
dogs on leads on the Playing fields. This had caused some issues and one member of the 
public threatening to assault the Councillor. Members of the public had been challenged due to 
the use of machinery on the playing fields however there is a Public Spaces Protection Order 
which covers the playing fields (And the trim trail in Lympne) which states that dogs should be 
kept on leads at this location. 
 
Members commented that this type of behaviour was not acceptable and lets down all the very 
responsible dog owners in the village.

The following actions were agreed in response to the above- 
a. Contact to be made with the PCSO and environmental enforcement officers 
b. Signs to be placed to advise owners to keep dogs on leads on the playing field 
c. Article to be placed into the newsletter 
d. ID badges/Business Cards to be provided to Councillors for use while acting as Councillors. 

 
 

 Cllr Boor also reported that an offer of seed for the wildflower area had been received and that 
he had engaged with local young people to help design the bump track which will be created 
using the spoil from the path installation. 
 

14. HEALTH AND WELLBEING IN THE PARISH 
Cllr. Anne Beales will present some suggestions for supporting the Health and 
Wellbeing of residents and visitors to the Parish. 
 
Cllr Beales introduced the suggestion of some Health and Wellbeing events in the village 
looking into social anxiety, mental health, personal safety and support for the vulnerable. In 
addition, events around supporting young people suffering from bullying and mental Health 
would be included. 
 
Cllr Beales explained that there were various funding opportunities to support this idea. It was 
agreed that this would be considered for 2022 starting with a survey to identify the needs of 
the community.
