KENT GARDENER Now the days are 

getting longer, if the weather is 
kind, it is pleasant to be outside 
again but don’t be too eager as 
winter usually likes to linger. Most 
seed sowing can wait until the tem-
perature starts to rise but unlike 
hardy annuals and perennials which 
can be sown now there are some plants which need a 
longer growing season like chillies and aubergines or 
snapdragons and begonias. These need heat and light, 
so a sunny windowsill will be needed until the frosts 
are over. Seedlings on windowsills can become leggy 
so remember to rotate them often. Generally  
multipurpose compost suffices for most potting and 
planting, but to sow seeds and the resulting small 
seedlings, seed and cutting compost gives the best 
results as it has the right consistency and nutrients. 
Seeds sown indoors or under glass can collapse  
suddenly. This is known as damping off and is mostly 
caused by a fungal infection brought on by over-wet 
compost and over-crowded seedlings and is  
disappointing.  When sowing in trays don’t tamp down 
the compost too firmly and sow thinly. Mix fine seed 
with a little sand to help scatter them evenly and  
cover lightly with more sand or gravel. Place the tray 
in water for about 30 minutes to absorb water from 
the bottom not the top. Use clean tap water as  
harvested water may contain spores harmful to  
seedlings but not adult plants. Drain, place the tray in 
a propagator or plastic bag somewhere warm to  
germinate. When the first true (adult shaped) leaves 
appear gently untangle the roots, lifting with pencil 
from underneath and place each in a module or  
individual pot to grow on. Happy Gardening.

Our annual ‘Memories’ January meeting featured Airfield Society organizer, 
John Simpson, on Lympne in WW1 and 2. The first raid on Lympne was a  
German Zeppelin which attacked with five bombs killing 15 people who were 

all part of the Canadian Field Artillery, 5th Infantry Brigade most of whom are buried at Shorncliffe 
Military Cemetery. Lympne Airfield opened in 1916 with new hangars. The railway was a standard 
gauge spurring off the mainline at Westenhanger, terminating where Beacon Way now stands. Various 
types of aircraft were carried in by train on ten wagons for reassembling and flown to the Western 
Front. In July 1939 the airfield transferred to the Admiralty from the Air Ministry for a short period, 
and aircraft from Ark Royal took up residence, as well as the Naval Air Mechanics School training men 
on a Hawker Nimrod and Supermarine Walrus. The Hill family lived in Stone Street, John Henry  
working at Station HQ. He was there when it was attacked by Stukas in August 1940 whilst the family 
retreated to their air raid shelter, and he escaped into the woods. At the outbreak of the war, there 
was a requisitioning of properties in the village to house the forces – Port Lympne for the Officers’ 
Mess, the French House for the Sergeants’ Mess, RAF Personnel at Lympne Place, and WAAF quarters 
at Bellevue, Danehurst, and Lympne Hall. Lympne Villa became the NAAFI as a shop, café, and a place 
for WAAFS to meet up with aircrews. Seacroft was the Air Ministry Works Directorate, and Old Mill 
Cottage became a hospital. Lympne Castle was a lookout whilst forces were billeted along Stone Street 
to Newingreen. Contributions from 7 Members about their discoveries or anecdotes from WW2 ended a very  
interesting session. At the 20 February meeting Chris Shaw of Shorncliffe Trust will talk on Shorncliffe Barracks & 
SE Defences. 

Our January 2nd meeting was presented by David  
Goldsmith who gave an illuminating talk on Pre War 

and Post War Air Racing at Lympne with the emphasis on post war racing. This included many interesting images 
of Lympne Airfield in years gone by. This will be followed on March 5th with a presentation on Amy Johnson by 
the lady responsible for a bronze statue of her on Herne Bay seafront. Jane Priston raised the funds for this to 
mark the loss of Amy off the Kent coast in the Thames Estuary in January 1941. 
Our meetings start time is 7.30pm. Admission £3.  This month we look at the Zeppelin raid of October 1915 on 
Otterpool Camp with the loss of life of 15 members of a Canadian Infantry Brigade. 

A Zeppelin Over Lympne By John Simpson—The year before Lympne Airfield was  
created there was an Army camp in the Otterpool Lane area on land adjacent to, and which 
would become part of the airfield site in later years. The Army camp continued to be used 
throughout both world wars and the years in between. A year before Lympne Airfield was 
opened Otterpool Army Camp was manned by the Canadian Field Artillery, 5th  
Infantry Brigade. On the night of the 13th October 1915 a fleet of five Zeppelin Airships were 
making for London as their primary target, when one of them, L14 of the Imperial German 
Navy led by Kapitan Leutnant Alois Bocker and his crew of nineteen, saw a target of  
opportunity and dropped bombs on Otterpool Camp just after lights out around 9.15pm. 
Around five bombs fell on the mainly tented area, guard tent and stables killing  
fifteen men, twelve that night and three more succumbing to their wounds over the next 
two One of those killed was said to be a sentry. There were twenty one injured. The L14 
went on to attack Westenhanger Camp dropping five more bombs, where no one was hurt. 
Those killed at Otterpool ranged from 19 to 34 years of age, and although all were in the 
Canadian Expeditionary Force, many were British born. 

The dead included: 
Gnr. Ernest William Bayes, aged 23, Dvr. Charles Boeyckens,  27   Gnr. Pringle Borthwick, 22 
Dvr. Thomas Dickson, 34  Gnr. Wilfred George Harris, 30  Sgt, Edward Charles Harris, 33 
Gnr. Henry Adrian Horn. 19   Gnr. Douglas Routledge Johnston, 25  Gnr. Sydney George Lane, 23 
Dvr. Samuel McKay, 19   Gnr. Charles Gordon Peterkin, 27           Cpl, David John Phillips, 24 
Gnr. Harry James Rixon, 24   Gnr. Richard Dyer Simpson, 34  Gnr. Richard Stewart Truscott, 19 
Most of the dead were buried at Shorncliffe Military Cemetery, Folkestone. Harry Rixon is buried at East  
Hampstead, Pringle Borthwick at Wilton Cemetery, Hawick and the remains of Sgt. Edward Harris were  
repatriated to a cemetery in Toronto. 
On the night of the bombing Ernest Bayes had declined the opportunity to go to the cinema in Hythe with his 
fellow tent mates, a decision which would cost him his life. Charles Peterkin another of those killed was born in 
Barbados and is buried at Shorncliffe. Another fatality that night was British born (Fording Bridge, Hants)  
Sydney Lane, who was a farmer’s assistant working for his father John Lane before the war with his two  
brothers. In 1911 they were a farming family near Taunton, moving on to Weymouth later. Amongst the  
wounded that night were Gunners Henry Houten, Robert Milligan and Charles William Chapman. 
The Zeppelin then went on to London via Frant and Tunbridge Wells going on to kill many more people including 
three boys of school boy age as they slept in their beds in East Croydon*. Bocker would go on to be shot down 
by anti aircraft fire over Essex in L33 on the 24th September 1916. Along with his crew he survived and was  
taken into custody by the Police. 

Spy Car- One intriguing story emerged from the anecdotal claims of a wartime Special 
Constable named A. C. Leney at a dinner hosted by the Mayor of Dover in April 1919. He 
said a car travelling from Ashford had signalled to the Zeppelin with moveable  
headlights, to identify when it was in range of Otterpool Camp. The Zeppelin had then 
dropped below one thousand feet and released its bombs. The story goes on that the car 
was let through a guarded railway bridge at Westenhanger and was later traced to 
Brabourne, but was never 
seen again.
