This month we look at the First World War railway that served Lympne
Airfield bringing aircraft in for assembly and flight to the
Western Front.

The Lympne Airfield Railway -By John Simpson
Lympne Airfield first opened in 1916 as a base for the home defence
' squadrons to combat Gotha bombers and Zeppelin airships. From November
= 1916, the idea of building a railway was being looked at to avoid inactivity
B in bad weather. By 1917 it had changed its primary purpose to that of No. 8
Acceptance Park, preparing and sending aircraft over to the Western
Front.To aid this purpose a standard gauge railway was laid spurring off the mainline at Westenhanger
and crossing the A20 near to Elm Farm. It ran up the eastern side of the airfield heading south
finishing in a siding along what is now Beacon Way. Here unassembled aeroplanes would be unloaded
and assembled for flight. Erecting sections were created together with a store and an accounting sub
section. The first erecting section was tasked with fifty aircraft a month. Once this was exceeded,
another section was formed. One of the companies known to be building sheds on the airfield at this
time was William Harbrow Ltd. of St. Mary Cray. They had also been working on Detling, Bekesbourne,
Throwley and Eastchurch airfields.The railway was built by Royal Engineers from Longmoor Military
Camp in Hampshire. Longmoor also gave its name to the Longmoor Military Railway in 1935, but was
known as the Woolmer Instructional Military Railway from 1902. The railway serving Lympne was used
by a SECR P Class 060T locomotive pulling a ten wagon train. The locomotive was based at Ashford
shed. The P Class was designed by Harry Wainwright and built at Ashford works. Only eight were
constructed in 1909/10. The railway was used throughout the rest of the war and finally ripped up in
1922. In very dry conditions its course can be clearly seen from the air today, over one hundred years
later. Half of the P Class locomotives survive today in preservation. Photographs of the railway in use
