The Asian Hornet, a highly efficient non-native species, has
exploited a gap in our ecosystem's defences. The escalating
presence of this menace demands urgent attention.
Shockingly, DEFRA recorded 72 nests in 2023 compared to just
2 sightings in 2022, underscoring the pressing need for
immediate community action.
Drawing lessons from Jersey's decade-long struggle against
this threat, it's evident that community involvement plays a
pivotal role in overcoming such challenges. The Asian Hornet
Action Team recognizes the urgency to replicate this
involvement in Shepway and seeks your crucial support.
As the queens emerge from hibernation with warmer weather,
time is ticking. Our dedicated team has formulated a spring
trapping program for Shepway to monitor and control the
proliferation of the yellow-legged Asian hornet, a species
foreign to the British ecosystem.
Our Asian Hornet teams are eager to visit every parish in
Shepway, providing vital information on how your community
can actively participate in this public health initiative.
Additionally, we aim to promote beekeeping, encouraging
people of all ages to embrace this beautiful art.

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Hedgehog Highway Project:
Protecting Our Prickly Friends

Our charming rural community is
home to a variety of wildlife, and
among them, the hedgehog has
: ong been a beloved visitor to our
gardens However, the hedgehog population in the UK has
been facing a decline, and as responsible stewards of our
environment, it's time for us to come together and take
action. The Lympne Parish Council has initiated the
Hedgehog Highway Project, a community-driven effort
aimed at creating safe passages for hedgehogs throughout
our village. We invite each and every one of you to be a part
of this meaningful project and contribute to the conservation
of these delightful creatures.

How Can You Get Involved?

1. Create Hedgehog-Friendly Gardens: Make your garden
a haven for hedgehogs by providing suitable habitats, such
as log piles and hedgehog houses. Avoid using pesticides
and chemicals that may harm them.

2. Join the Hedgehog Highway: The heart of our initiative
lies in connecting green spaces and gardens to form a
network that allows hedgehogs to move freely. By creating
hedgehog-friendly zones, we can ensure their safe passage
through our community.

3. Request a Hedgehog Arch: The Lympne Parish Council
is offering recycled plastic hedgehog arches on a first-come,
first-served basis. These arches are used to create openings
in fences, allowing hedgehogs to roam freely. To request an
arch, simply send an email to derk@lympneparishcouncil.gov.uk
confirming the postcode of the location where you have
spotted a hedgehog in your garden.

Why Hedgehog Arches? These recycled plastic arches are a
simple yet effective way to support our Hedgehog Highway
Project. By installing them in your fences, you provide
hedgehogs with safe routes, allowing them to navigate
through the village without encountering obstacles.
Mapping Hedgehog Sightings To make our Hedgehog
Highway as effective as possible, we are creating a map of
hedgehog sightings in the village. When requesting a
hedgehog arch, please include the postcode of the location
where you've seen a hedgehog. Rest assured, all information
will be anonymized, and no one will be identified from this
data. The map will help us identify key routes that
hedgehogs take through our community. For additional
information on how you can help hedgehogs please visit
www.hedgehogsrus.co.uk .

This month we look at a tragedy at sea in 1947 as a Lympne bound light aeroplane was leaving Guern-
sey to return from a trip to the Channel Islands.

And Baby Makes Three - Disaster in the Channel
By John Simpson

On the 16™ April 1947 ex RAF pilot Roy Ainley Payne took a Percival Proctor G-AHZX aloft from
Guernsey Airport& runway in the Channel Islands en route for Lympne Airfield in Kent. With him were
mother and baby; Pamela Stafford-Allen and two year old Imogen. Also on board was Mrs Betty Bevan.
On this fateful day the Proctor came down in the Channel near to St. Jouin-sur-Mer off the Normandy
coast, near to Bruneval, famous for the Allied WW2 radar installation raid. All were feared to have
drowned except Mrs Stafford-Allen who was picked up semi conscious from the sea by a fishing boat
crew and survived.

The aircraft was owned by George John Dawson of 20 Bathurst Mews, London W2, who had been the
registered owner from 31°* August the year before. It was never found. Roy Payne had served with 13
Squadron flying Lysanders in an Army Co-operation role before volunteering to join Fighter Command
in August 1940 and converting to Spitfires at 7 OTU at Hawarden near Chester. He was commissioned
in March 1940 as a Pilot Officer. Born on 14" July 1910 at Edmonton, Middlesex, he later served with
602 Squadron at RAF Westhampnett* near Chichester flying Spitfires. He was known to have served in
the RAF at least until 1944 and had risen to the rank of Flight Lieutenant. He was 36 years old at the
time of his death.

A public inquiry was held and found that the fuel was possibly mishandled as the reason for the loss.
Clearly Roy Payne was an experienced pilot, serving in the Battle of Britain, which made this error
surprising. His name is remembered on the Battle of Britain London Monument and at the Battle of
Britain Memorial at Capel-le-Ferne, near Folkestone today. He was the son of Herbert Ainley Payne, a

timber merchant and Florence Grace. Sadly
no more is known of the survivor Pamela Staf-
ford-Allen, baby Imogen or Betty Bevan.

Our presenter in February was Chris
iﬁ%aﬁ\gﬂgﬁ)ﬁ T_\?AATF?NE Shaw, Chairman of thg Shprncliffe Trust,
who gave us a fascinating talk on a

historical topic about which we knew little despite its Folkestone
home. The story begins in the late 1700s when a Redoubt, a
temporary fortification, a big sand castle to counter turmoil from
the French, was built on Hospital Hill. Shortly after, a battery
fortification, a cluster of cannons in action to counter an enemy
battle or siege, was constructed. Into this scenario came General
Sir John Moore, a brilliant leader, hero and legend - in 1803 in
charge of 52" Oxford Light Infantry facing Napoleon and his troops.
He was followed by William Truss, a genius in leading Royal
Engineers in constructing the line of Martello Towers along the
south coast, all 100m x 100m, built on sand with a S. side entrance
and 14ft. thick front making it difficult for the enemy. Meanwhile
Colonels Manningham and Stewart introduced methods of firing as
a group, organised good regiments and treated soldiers well. Scots
Regiments played bagpipes to identify where they were situated
amongst the troops whilst Dundas organised them how to form a
square. Moore took charge of well - organised training at
Shorncliffe and fought in the 1815 Battle of Waterloo in which
Napoleon was defeated.Shorncliffe attracted Germans and
Canadians to train in the 1850s and fight successfully in the Boer
War. It embraced the World War 1 call to arms and constructed
trenches for training in conditions they would encounter in battle.
Chris has continued to organise activities to recognise the
importance of Shorncliffe contribution to defence of our country
for nearly 200 years.

Either cut straight
through to the beach or turn right to reach
Sandgate promenade. At the far end of the
promenade by the BP garage you have a
choice: if you@re weary or youdre short of time,
it& just 300m to the Fountain pub bus stop
where you can get the number 10 back to
Lympne. If youcre feeling stronger, you can
bear left along Princes Parade and beyond the
Hythe Imperial it& up to you how far you want
to go before turning right for the main A259. If
you like, go all the way to the fishing beach,
with more eateries on Hythe seafront, and
then turn up St Leonard® Road to get the bus
back to Lympne from Red Lion Square or the
light railway station; and if you find youdve got
45 minutes to wait for the next bus, you can
get a coffee on the High Street or at the
railway station. Total length: 3km for the short
route, 7km for the longest option as far as Red

Lion Square, and it& all downhill or on the flat.
