KENT GARDENER

After a rather wet and blustery
spring | think everyone is
hoping for some warmer,
| calmer weather to come our
W way. Plants do not seem to
£ mind and are growing fast, nor

LW do the slugs and snails which
! SSe= are on the lookout for the soft
Ju1cy leaves of young plants. Sprays to deter them are
available but need renewing after rain. Physical
barriers e.g. grit or wool pellets are useful but try not
to use poisonous pellets which can harm other
wildlife. If really necessary place sparingly under
upturned pots, better still, use bait e.g. half a
grapefruit skin instead. Nematodes are a safe natural
predator for vegetable plots and can be watered on
now the soil is warmer. Aphids are another pest to be
aware of, but when sunny | have been pleased to see
several ladybirds sunbathing in the border. We may
not get more frosts, but nights can be very cold so
have an old net curtain ready to cover vulnerable new
plug plants while they get established. Try making
your own fertiliser with comfrey or stinging nettles.
Use gloves to gather leaves as both have hairy leaves
or sting. Put into a bucket or tub with a lid, cover
with water and weigh down with a stone and leave
for 3 to 6 weeks to rot down. The lid is important as
the resulting liquid when ready is brown and pungent.
To use, dilute one part liquid to 3 parts water. If
using netting in the garden to cover or support crops
make sure it is always kept taught otherwise wildlife
can get entangle and cannot  escape.
Happy gardening.

This month we look at record breaking aviator Jim Mollison famous also for
being married to Amy Johnson for a time in the 1930’s.
Jim Mollison - The Flying Scotsman By John Simpson
Whenever the name Amy Johnson is discussed, it soon follows that her
8 husband is also brought into the spotlight. Glasgow born Jim Mollison another
_brilliant aviator was commissioned in the RAF at 18 years of age and became a
= flying instructor at the Central Flying School when only 22. His first record
breaking flight from Lympne to Cape Town was made in a De Havilland Puss
Moth, Heart& Content G-ABXY in March 1932. The flight was made with
another well known aviator, Tommy Rose. The night before the flight they
both stayed at the White Hart in Hythe. Next morning the 24™ March, Mollison
__made the record breaking flight in four days, seventeen hours and thirty
minutes. As already mentioned Amy would go on to beat this record, solo.

On the 29" July 1932, Mollison married Amy Johnson. His flight to Brazil from Lympne in February
1933 was the first east to west solo crossing staging through West Africa. Once again he used his De
Havilland Puss Moth, Heart& Content in three days, thirteen hours. The 1934 England - Australia
MacRobertson race was a major disappointment to them both. Notably the race was won by Tom
Campbell Black and Charles Scott in another Comet Racer, Grosvenor House.

After their divorce, both would go on to fly for the Air Transport Auxiliary (ATA) during the war.
Mollison survived beini attacked by the Luftwaffe while flying an Avro Anson. All twelve on board
escaped unharmed. Like others in such prominence, he developed alcoholism and in 1953 had his
flying licence revoked. He died in 1959 of his condition. He was 54 years old.

STUDYING HISTORY AND  [Sitis professional archaeologist, Richard Taylor, attracted a large
ARCHAEOLOGY IN audience to his presentation of the Report of our 2023 excavation
LYMPNE last August. He explained Lympne’s importance to the Romans
lay in its lagoon which enabled them to pursue a vast maritime
trade and transport soldiers. Our 2022 dig had found archaeological evidence from 70 to 420
AD, coins after 270 and revealed a Roman roadside settlement and the cremated remains of a
Roman legionary accompanied with five ceramic pots. The 2023 dig focused on Beacon Field
with 3 trenches covering 60x70 m., uncovering considerable ceramics, mostly local pottery
largely of prehistoric from Early to Late Iron Age prior to the Romans, and numerous Late
Period Roman coins. Trench 1 had a double ditch feature and the remains of a thick wall with
pottery, mainly 268 to 288. In Trench 2 a tile marked with CLBR (Classis Britannica) was found,
with considerable Late Roman pottery dated 300 and two coins dated 270 and 365. Trench 3
contained a Roman defensive boundary wall 5 feet thick, in which 3 significant coins were
found including one of the installed Emperor in Britain, Carausius, dated 287-290, who was
assassinated in 293 on orders of Diocletian. As well as pottery and bone the significant finds
were the skeletal remains of 5 individuals, 3 of which were neo-natal ranging from 16 to 40
weeks and a juvenile aged 2-4. Apart from other rubbish on the inside of the wall was a coin of
Tetricus. In this later period Lympne’s harbour remained important to the Romans with its
access to Canterbury and London. Richard concluded by stating that the excavation focus in
2024 will be on Beacon Field to determine whether it was a defensive fortification or housed a
beacon. The number of questions/ points raised demonstrated the considerable interest in
SHAL’s continuing excavations.
