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WELLBEING PARTNERSHIP TAKES SHAPE: Many people in Lympne, and across the country, are
finding it difficult to see their GP. To help address this, a Wellbeing Partnership has been created to
explore solutions. While we hope to see more GPs available in the future, this will take time. In the
meantime, the NHS has formed a Primary Care Network, bringing together seven local GP practices
to provide immediate services through a 'hub.' For more information, visit: https://www.fhrpcn.co.uk.
Through this hub, residents can access nurse consultations online using eConsult and manage repeat
prescriptions using the NHS app. The goal is to ensure that everyone who needs a GP or practice nurse
appointment can get one without long waits. Locally, the Lympne Parish Council, Kent County Council, and the
Folkestone Hythe & Rural Primary Care Hub have collaborated to offer the following services:

IT Support: A volunteer IT Champion (James, supported by KCC) is available to help residents use the NHS app
and eConsult. In the future, James may also assist with other technology, such as parking apps.

Social Prescribing: Village activity organisers and the church can connect residents with social prescribing link
workers, who offer non-medical support through the NHS. Earlier this year, the parish council shared a Lympne
Directory with useful local resources.

Health Talks and Events: Based on feedback from a community questionnaire, the partnership will host health
experts and speakers on a range of topics. These talks will take place in the village hall or church and cover
issues like diabetes and caring for loved ones.

Screening and Health Checks: At village events, such as the upcoming Christmas Fair, there will be information
on health screenings and vaccines. There will also be free blood pressure and blood sugar level checks.

Support Groups: A grief and loss discussion group may be set up in the village to provide support around
end-of-life care.

L4 However, If the weather is mild the
grass will still grow so the lawns may need a final
cut before the mower is cleaned or sent a way
for servicing. The mower will chop leaves on the
lawn and collect them with the grass to be
composted together. Harvest winter vegetables
when ready, while others can be planted now
e.g. broad beans but check the packet to ensure
hardiness. Individual garlic cloves can be planted
in pots if space is limited. | found it helped to
ward off aphids on lettuces when planted
together in the warmer months. Remove
yellowing leaves from brassicas and the ground
around to prevent disease. Indoors, plants may
need less water and moving to a spot with more
light. Outside, bare root plants are now availa-
ble. Dig a wide hole so the roots can be spread
out before firming in well. If renewing the border
think about adding a winter flowering subjects
like mahonia or hellebores. They add colour to
the garden and feed the bees which seem to fly
all year round now. Use grease bands around
fruit trees to stop winter moths from crawling up
the trunk to lay eggs and spoil next year’s fruit
as it forms. Make a bug hotel using a wire hang-
ing basket. Fill it with anything found, broken
pot, pinecones, hollow stems bound together,
large seed heads, moss and twigs and hang in a
Asheltered place. Add some compost and plant in
some ivy or violet roots to make it more inviting.

Wing Commander Hugh Kennard
Another Lympne Legend

by John Simpson

Hugh Kennard was born on the 24" January 1918 at Coxheath near
Maidstone. He was a legendary figure associated with Lympne Airfield in
RAF and civil aviation. He was educated at Cranbrook School and
married three times with two sons from two of his marriages.

He joined the RAF with a short service commission in January 1938 as an
acting Pilot Officer. This was confirmed in October of the same year. He
served with 66 and 610 Squadrons going on to fly over the Dunkirk
@ evacuation and in combat over southern England. In July 1940 he was
promoted to Flying Officer and assigned to 306 Polish Squadron flying

~ Hurricanes as Flight Commander. In 1941 as a Flight Lieutenant he
assisted in the formation of 121 Squadron composed of American pilots at Kirton in Lindsay where he
converted to Spitfires. He led the squadron on missions over the Channel and made Squadron
Commander from early 1942. In May he was awarded the DFC after engaging eight Me 109’s, shooting
down two, a probable third and a fourth damaged. By July he was shot down and wounded. He
relinquished command in September 1942 and was wounded in October. He was promoted Acting
Squadron Leader in 1943.

Next he was assigned Directorate of Fighter Operations at the Air Ministry overseeing troop
movements, returned to Operations in May 1945 taking command of 74 Squadron flying Spitfires. After
the war in 1946 he left the RAF and went on to serve with the Royal Auxiliary Air Force from 1949,
flying Gloster Meteors with 500 Squadron from West Malling. As a Wing Commander, he took Anthony
Eden up in a Meteor, who was an Honorary Air Commodore. Around about this time he was known to
have flown a Meteor into Lympne Airfield unannounced. The Jet Age

At this time Kennard had become a civil aviation entrepreneur running the fledgling airline Air Kruise
at Lympne which he had formed in 1946. He was also jointly responsible for Silver City Airways. Air
Kruise operated Airspeed Consuls, Auster Autocrats, Miles Messengers, Percival Proctors, Miles Geminis
and DH Dragon Rapides in these early days going on to use Dakotas later. They would trade as Air
Kruise until 1958.

Air racing was also his forte, as he took part in the 1946 Folkestone Aero Trophy coming second. Two
years later he formed Skyfotos at Lympne after having the idea when visiting a photographic shop in
Hythe, for the need for aerial photography. In October 1948 he also formed the Kent Coast Flying Club
replacing the Cinque Ports Flying Club at Lympne.

By November 1960 he resigned as Joint Managing Director of Silver City now operating from Lydd.
Never one to rest he formed Air Ferry at Rochester in May 1961 operating from Manston. He would go
on to form Invicta Airways at Manston in November 1964, which ceased trading in September 1975. He
left the company in 1980 when it was sold.

In these later years he set up a classic car restoration business in Canterbury. He had owned the

prototype SS90, a forerunner to Jaguar. This was another passion area for his interests. His home was
in Linton, near Maidstone, a stone’s throw from his birth
